The Chinese Christian Faculty Network in the USA, sponsored by Ambassador for Christ, and Prof
Andrew K S Chan and his wife Sophia, who are responsible for that Network, visited the UK.
Subsequently, it was felt that there should be a similar Network for the UK, sponsored by COCM
The Network is for those working in the universities and institutes of higher education (post A Level),
including research fellows and post doctors, as well as professors and lecturers, i.e. everyone
except the students.

The Network is for sharing and mutual support, rather than direct engagements and activities.
Faculty and researchers led very busy life and there are limitations in what one can do in a secular
university environment.

The Network is for the Chinese, but not exclusively. It should include those in the academia who
have a special concern for those from China. Both Chinese (Mandarin) and English will be used.

Others sharing our aims but not university
and college professionals can become Associate Members.
